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THE NAVIGATION SCHEME:
I used six links at the top which include: Home, About Us, History, Events, Get Involved, and Contact Us. Throughout the site you can learn about KSSB history, preview their events, and get involved with the community. When you visit an organization’s site you want to see news because it’s “what’s happening”. So, to the right of the page I designed a subtle gray box for ‘upcoming news’ to be posted. There, the users can see what updates are going on with the organization or any other specific news that may be happening.

The Home page is the introduction to the site so with that being said, I created a nice pull quote to catch the user’s attention which states, “Live life with its beauty, Nurture nature at its finest, Help by lending a hand.”
The About Us page gives information on the organization, also gives that of which KSSB is, and shows some awards they have been given through time. 

The History page gives a small timeline of the organization and gives the user a more sense of where KSSB has been and how it originated.

The Events page has a calendar with three months or more at a time (example: April, May and June) with clickable events inside of the particular event day. I made a table of data as it would be for the particular month we are currently in. 

The Get Involved page consists of a form just as the Contact Us page does which includes: Name, E-mail and Tell us about you. The user would fill it out and then click “send” or “clear” for further details. Then, they are prompted with a “Thank you” page letting them know that the information then has been sent to KSSB. 

The Contact Us page is the simplest including the telephone numbers, mailing address, and e-mail address - as well as a form for more information. The form is engineered with the JavaScript language.
THE FEEL/THEME OF THE INTERFACE:
Typography, graphical elements and/or themes-
Because Sandy Springs is a hope for long lasting beauty and cleanliness, these are the feelings I wanted the users to feel when they visited the. I designed it to have a clean, organic, beautiful look and feel. All of the pictures are real pictures from the organization which are all very meaningful.
Colors-

The main colors for the site’s interface are green (#059d4a, #3aa456, #70c27a), blue (#0099cc), gray (#767676), and white (#ffffff). Green is very organic, capturing the relationship between human (the user) and nature. The blue comes represents the sky, and the white as purity and cleanliness.
THE LOGO:
The logo I re-designed using different colors, although I kept it the same design. I know when companies are set on a logo, I can work around that and that is what I did.
